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EAST WHITELAND TOWNSHIP
REGULAR MEETING
April 8, 2009

Chair, Virginia McMichael called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. William Holmes,
Vice Chair, John Mott, Member, William Lincke, Township Solicitor, Terry Woodman,
Township Manager, William Steele, Public Works Director, Eugene Dooley, Police Chief, and
Mary Lou Knight, Assistant Township Secretary, were present. There were approximately ten
(10) people in the audience at the onset of the meeting.

Everyone recited the pledge of allegiance.

Mr. Mott indicated a change to the March 11, 2009 Minutes, page 18, first paragraph,
second sentence under the EAC heading. It should read, “He reported by ... Foote Mineral site
clean-up is ongoing; however, work on Whiteland Village is on hold.” Mr. Holmes made a
motion to approve the Minutes of the Regular Board Meeting of March 11, 2009, incorporating
the change as noted. Mr. Mott seconded and the vote was unanimous.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Chair announced the following:

. The Board of supervisors will be holding a Town Hall Meeting on the first
Wednesday of the Month, beginning on May 6" at 7:00 p.m. in the
township building. The meetings will be on a trial basis through July 1%
and are intended to provide residents with a forum to discuss topics of
interest. Mr. Holmes stated that prior to the meeting; residents should feel
free to contact the Township to suggest topics of discussion.

. The East Whiteland Township Spring 2009 Bulk Trash Pick-up will collect
curbside at residents’ homes on April 29", April 30" and May1st. Residents may
drop off items at the Public Works Garage, 158 Planebrook Road, between 7:00
a.m. and 2:00 p.m. on May 2". More information on the pick-up is contained on
the Township web site (www.eastwhiteland.org). Residents are reminded to keep
items not scheduled for pick-up well away from the curb.

PUBLIC COMMENT

There was no public comment.

REPORTS AND COMMUNICATIONS FROM BOARDS, COMMISSIONS AND
TOWNSHIP OFFICIALS

There was no report from the Environmental Advisory Council.

Chief Hurley, East Whiteland Volunteer Fire Company, was on site at a fire call and was
unable to attend the meeting. He did, however, submit his written report to Ms. Woodman.

ACCEPTANCE OF THE TREASURER’S REPORT

Ms. McMichael indicated that the Township is in sound financial condition.
Ms. Woodman summarized the Treasurers Report. Mr. Mott made a motion to accept the
Treasurer’s Report dated March 31, 2009. Mr. Holmes seconded and the vote was unanimous.

APPROVAL OF THE PAYMENT OF BILLS AND PAYROLL

Mr. Holmes made a motion for approval of General Fund VVoucher N0.2009-G, Sewer
Fund Voucher No. 2009-4G, and Payroll Fund Voucher Nos. 2009-6 and 2009-7 Mr. Mott
seconded. The vote was unanimous.

DISCUSSION - USE OF MANNIX PROPERTY ON BACTON HILL ROAD

Elizabeth Witmer was present representing Transcontinental Gas Pipeline Company. She
introduced a number of Transco employees involved with the upcoming project planned to take
place in the Township. Ms. Witmer described the overall scope of work to be done and in great
detail described how the Bacton Hill property will be utilized. Roads to be used by tractor trailer
trucks during the operation will be video taped prior to the start of the project, and any damage
caused will be remediated by Transco. The site will be manned by security guards. Ms. Witmer
described the inspection process in place while the work is in progress. Work will be conducted
Monday through Saturday, 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. It is estimated that the Bacton Hill site will be
readied in approximately 4 to 6 weeks and will involve the use of approximately 20 trucks a day
for one week. Fabrication work will then begin, and this phase will take approximately 10 to 12
weeks and involve approximately 10 trucks a day. After all pipe has been installed, workers will
return to do the tie-in work in the early fall. At the end of the project the Bacton Hill site will be
remediated. It is estimated that all work will be completed by November 1%, Ms. Witmer
indicated that the noise survey has been done pre construction and was submitted to FERC in
December. Two new mufflers have been installed and at the conclusion of the project, a second
noise study will be done. Discussion ensued. Mr. Steele asked about the lowering of the cable
lines. Information on the project will be available on the Township’s web site, and Mr. Holmes
encouraged Transco to be in communication with the Township as the project goes forward.

Ms. Woodman indicated that residents of Malvern Hunt are concerned abut the route the trucks
will take when delivering the pipe to the construction site. A resident of Malvern Hunt
expressed his disappointment with the lack of communication of Transco with the residents.
Barry Walsh had questions about truck routes, buffering, fencing, and video taping of roads in
Malvern Hunt. Discussion continued focused on truck routes to be used.

The Chair called a break in the meeting at 8:20 p.m. The meeting reconvened at 8:25 p.m.
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NEW BUSINESS

Extension of Time — Aegon — Susan Boswell was present representing the applicant.
Ms. Boswell summarized the request and indicated that funds earmarked to the
Township for Sidley Road improvements would continue to attach to the extension of
time request. Discussion ensued. The Chair asked Ms. Boswell to submit Aegon’s
extension agreement to Ms. Woodman. Ms. McMichael made a motion to grant Aegon
an extension of the five-year vesting period provided by 53 P.S. Section 10508 for the
land development plan approved for the Aegon/Frazer Campus to May 31, 2010 for the
posting of financial security and recording of the land development plan approved by the
Board of Supervisors on June 18, 2002. (Last extension granted 4/09/08) and
conditioned on submission and execution of an Extension Agreement which includes
wording stating that funds earmarked to the Township for Sidley Road improvements
would continue to attach to the Extension. Mr. Holmes seconded and the vote was
unanimous.

Immaculata University — Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan —Neil Camen,
Chester Valley Engineers was present representing the applicant. The overall plan for
the addition of parking spaces was outlined. Discussion ensued. Mr. Mott made a
motion to approve Immaculate University Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan for
the addition of 184 parking spaces in two phases on the west side of Alumnae Drive
adjacent to the new ball fields in an Institutional Zoning District subject to resolution of
issues as outlined in Mr. Kohli’s letter dated February 9, 2009. Mr. Holmes seconded.
The vote passed unanimously.

Advertisement of Township Equipment — Discussion ensued. The Chair made a motion
to advertise the Township’s intent to sell a 1996 F750 dump truck and a 1988 Asplundh
Chipper on Municibid. Mr. Mott seconded and the vote was unanimous.

Advertisement of Diesel Fuel Bid — Mr. Holmes made a motion to authorize the
advertisement of the Township’s intent to receive and award a bid for the purchase of
diesel fuel. Mr. Mott seconded. The vote passed unanimously.

Advertisement of Superpave Asphalt Mix Bid — Mr. Steele discussed roads scheduled
for repaving. Discussion ensued. Ms. McMichael made a motion to authorize the
advertisement of Township’s intent to receive and award a bid for the purchase of
Superpave Asphalt Mix. Mr. Mott seconded and the vote was unanimous.

2009 Chester County Transportation Improvements Discussion — Ms. Woodman
discussed the Chester County Transportation Improvements Inventory list. The County
is requesting that the Township update their portion of the list. Discussion ensued. The
Board directed Ms. Woodman to correspond with the County.

Extension of Time — R. Peterson Construction — Discussion ensued. Mr. Mott made a
motion to grant an Extension of Time through February 28, 2010 to R. Peterson
Construction for the filing of financial security and recording of plans for the Final Land
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Development Plan for a new 5,500 sq. ft. office building on a 16,234 sq. ft. lot on the
south side of Rt. 30. (Plan approved January 14, 2009). The motion was seconded by
Mr. Holmes and unanimously approved.

Discussion of Addendum to the Whiteland Village Financial Security Agreement —As
background, Ms. McMichael explained that the County is holding funds in escrow as
security for Whiteland Village to complete a section of the Chester Valley Trail when
they install sewer lines. The question is that if the Trail is not done by Whiteland
Village, could the Township release those funds from the County and have the County
then complete that section of the trail. Ms. Woodman stated that Whiteland Village has
asked the Township if it would restructure the monies being held. The request is to only
hold those escrowed funds intended for the sanitary sewer construction and trail
completion, thus allowing them to phase in escrow monies as the project goes forward.
Discussion ensued. Ms. McMichael made a motion to authorize the Solicitor to
negotiate an agreement with Whiteland Village to permit the phasing in of financial
security and also to allow release of escrow funds to the County for the Chester County
Trail, agreement to be presented to the Supervisors for signature. Mr. Mott seconded and
the vote was unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS

Use of floor drains and their connection to the sanitary sewer system. — Ms. Woodman
indicated that Mr. Colagreco, representing O’Neill Properties, requested that this
discussion be postponed to the May Board meeting.

Status update of 10 Summit Road demolition. — Eric Reed reported that demolition is
completed but debris remains to be cleaned up. The building permit has been issued.
An update on this item will be on the May Board meeting agenda.

Status of Zoning Ordinance Sign Regulation Revisions — Ms. Woodman said Fronefield
Crawford, Solicitor to the Zoning Hearing Board, is working on an amendment to these
regulations.

Status of Zoning Ordinance Revisions to regulate windmills. Mr. Lincke has looked at
eight different ordinances relating to sign regulations. He prepared a memorandum for
the Board’s consideration and gave Ms. Woodman copies of the actual ordinances. This
topic will be revisited at an upcoming meeting.

There being no further business, Ms. McMichael made a motion to adjourn the meeting.
Mr. Holmes seconded. The vote was unanimous and the meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
